	· Freezing the Wart with liquid Nitrogen (Cryotherapy) 

· Laser treatment 

· Surgical removal with a scharp spoon-shaped instrument.  
Desadvantages 

· Surgery or Cryotherapy may leave scars 

· Repeated cunsults with the doctor will be necessary, with often long waiting times 

· Pain, (de-)pigmentations, Skin irritations 

· Fear, particularly with children 
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Liquid Nitrogen 


	Home treatment of common Warts
