Why Acetocaustin? 

	Treatment Steps 

1. Before starting treatment, the healthy skin around the wart must be covered with a layer of thick adhesive ointment (vaseline (petrolium jelly, Zinc paste) to protect it from the caustic effect of Acetocaustin.  
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	2. A small amount of Acetocaustin is then dabbed onto the wart using an applicator. As Acetocaustin has a higly caustic effect, dab only the wart and then allow it to dry. Careful, the bottle contains only 1 ml of fluid. This is because only very small amounts of product are needed! 

3. Wait for the fluid to dry completely as Acetocausting is highly acid and when spilled it might cause damage to skin, eyes or clothing! 
4. In a week's time, the monochloreatic acid will have dissolved the top layer of the wart, and the scab can be removed with a plaster. The acid is only able to dissolve the outer layer of the wart, so it is sometimes necessary to repeat the procedure until the wart has gone completely.
